NOTICE: 
2010 Florida Building Code and 2012 Florida Accessibility Code Effective Dates: 
The effective date of 2010 Florida Building Code and the 2012 Florida Accessibility Code for Building Construction is March 15, 2012. All construction projects covered by the codes for which applications for a building permit are submitted on or after March 15, 2012 must comply with the 2010 Florida Building Code, which includes the 2012 Florida Accessibility Code, (s.553.73(6), Florida Statutes).
Early use of the 2010 ADA Standards for Accessible Design and 2012 Florida Accessibility Code: 
The 2011 Florida Legislature authorized optional use of the 2010 ADA Standards for Accessible Design together with additional requirements of the amended Florida Accessibility Code law beginning July 1, 2011. The 2012 Florida Accessibility Code incorporates the ADA Standards and the additional requirements of Florida law and can be used in lieu of the current edition of the Florida Accessibility Code between July 1, 2011 and March 15, 2012 when its use will become mandatory.

Major Business and Actions at the October 11, 2011 meeting: 
The Commission considered recommendations developed by its Building Code System Assessment Committee for modifications of the Florida Building System and other public recommendations to update the building code laws. It reviewed and approved recommendations and comments for its report to the Governor and 2012 Legislature. Routine business was conducted as follows.

Workplan Update: 
Plan for developing a policy on application of special inspections of threshold buildings to alterations of existing buildings as requested by the Florida Board of Professional Engineers. Plan for reviewing research to determine any relevant modifications of wind and hurricane protection requirements for asphalt shingles. Preliminary plan for development of the 2013 Florida Building Code. See “Facilitator’s Report” for details.

Action: Approved, based on disproportionate cost.
Frank Entertainment, 9025 West Atlantic Avenue, Delray Beach 
Issue: Vertical accessibility to all rows of seats in a stadium-type movie theater complex. 
Action: Approved, based on it being unnecessary hardship. Action also includes vertical accessibility to a projection platform.
IPIC Entertainment, 301 Plaza Real, Mizner Park, Boca Raton 
Issue: Vertical accessibility to all rows of stadium type seating in a movie theater complex. 
Action: Approved, based on it being unnecessary hardship.
